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Practice Parameter: Prediction of outcome in comatose 

survivors after cardiopulmonary resuscitation:  

Highly specific predictors for POOR outcome

ÅStatus myoclonus within 72 H

ÅAbsent pupillary light response at 72 H

ÅAbsent corneal reflexes at 72 H

ÅMotor response to pain Ò 2 at 72 H

ÅPeak NSE > 33 ng/ml within 72 H

ÅAbsent SSEPs after 72 H
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Confounders:

ÅSedatives

ÅNeuromuscular blockade

ÅMetabolic derangements

ÅInter-examiner variability
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Predictors in hypothermia?
